 2018-2019 Local Authority Funding for Accredited SpLD Training 
This year we have an exciting new training opportunity, developed in response to demand from SENCos, teachers and teaching assistants for a shorter, manageable alternative to the Level 5 course on dyslexia - ‘The Dyslexia Award’ devised and delivered in a unique partnership between Dyslexia Matters and Hertfordshire ISL Specific Learning Difficulties Outreach Team. This is a short practical training programme focusing on understanding and supporting groups of learners with dyslexia / SpLD delivered through blended learning comprising online study and reading, action research and 3 locally based study days.  
The online course and assessed tasks will take approx. 120 hours to complete over 6 – 9 months and will give candidates 12 x level 5 credits. 
Funding is available for 30 places for primary and secondary colleagues and, as part of our commitment to early intervention 10 funded places are available to colleagues in nursery settings.
Applicants should have the support of the Head Teacher and should support school/DSPL development.  There is an expectation that upon completion, successful candidates will disseminate what they have learned at a local level in consultation with ISL Specific Learning Difficulties Outreach Team.
Please note that we request you the download the application form and return, fully completed and with the Head Teacher’s statement to Debbie.williams@hertfordshire.gov.uk  by Friday 6th  July 2018. 
Applications will be reviewed by a panel including a Head Teacher and a member of ISL to ensure fair and appropriate allocations of funding where there are more applications than funding places available.
Successful candidates will be notified before the end of term.
It is important that applicants check before applying for funding that the course meets their needs and the needs of their school. 
It is also important that candidates meet course entry criteria and have the capacity to meet all course requirements including attending sessions as necessary and/or having access to suitable ICT equipment for on-line courses. 
Funding covers course fees only and not travel, books or other equipment.
